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Dr. J. A. Van Hamel is Professor of Criminal Law and Procedure in the Uni-
versity of Amsterdam, Holland. He is a son of the well-known criminolo-
gist, G. A. Van Hamel, one of the founders of the International Union of
Criminal Law, and for a long time a professor in the University of Amster-
dam. Dr. Van Hamel is one of the most distinguished of the younger
jurists of Europe and is the author of various works on legal and penal
science. He was one of the official delegates of Holland to the Interna-
tional Prison Congress at Washington last October.

Edwardj McDermott is a member of the bar of Louisville, where he was born
and reared. He studied at Queen's College, Belfast, Ireland at G6ttingen,
Germany, and is a graduate of the Harvard Law School. He has served in
the legislature of Kentucky, was a Presidential elector in x88o, and in i8go
was a member of the Constitutional Convention of Kentucky. In 1892 he was
chairman of the committee which prepared the present charter of Louisville
and in 1894 was his party's nominee for Congress. Mr. McDermott is a
forceful writer, an effective speaker and an accomplished lawyer.

Hon. E. Ray Stevens has for eight years been a judge of the Circuit Court of
Wisconsin and is President of the Wisconsin branch of the American Insti-
tute of Criminal Law and Criminology. He is one of the foremost jurists
of Wisconsin and is deeply interested in criminal science.

Maynard Shipley resides at Oakland, Cal., and is a lecturer on popular science
subjects by profession, but has devoted the greater part of the past fifteen
years to the study of criminology and historical jurisprudence, with special
reference to the origin and development of criminal law. Contributions
from his pen dealing with the history of crime and its punishment in ancient
and modern times, in Abyssinia, China, Korea, Siam, etc., have appeared from
time to time in the leading magazines, besides special statistical studies of
crimes of violence in great cities, and the relation of immigration to crime.
A list of his principal articles dealing with the history of capital punishment
and crimes of violence in certain countries is given on page 48 of this issue
of the JOURNAL.

Charles Richmond Henderson has been Professor of Sociology in the University
of Chicago since i892. He graduated at the old University of Chicago and
received the degree of Doctor of Philosophy from Leipzig. He is Associate
Editor of the American Journal of Theology, of the American Journal of
Sociology, and of the journal of Criminal Law and Criminology. He is one
of the most prolific of American writers, the more important of his books
being "Iyefectives and Delinquents," the "Social Spirit in America," "Social
Settlements," "Modern Methods of Charity," "Modern Prison Systems,"
"Industrial Insurance" and "Preventive Methods and Agencies." He has
served as President of the National Conference of Charities and Correc-
tions, President of the National Prison Association, and is now United States
Prison .Commissioner on the International Prison Commission.

Archibald Hohins has been clerk of the United States Court of Claims since
1872. He is a son of Mark Hopkins, former president of Williams College,
and is a graduate of that institution. He served through the Civil War and
received two brevets for conspicuous gallantry. After the war he studied
law in the office of David Dudley Field and in the Columbia Law School,
from which he received his law degree. He is a trustee of the George
Washington University and Vice-Chairman of the Board of Trustees.

Henry F. C. Ditzen is chief probation officer of'Davenport, Iowa. He is a gradu-
ate of the College of Literature and Arts of the University of Iowa and also
of the school of law of the same institution. He is interested in juvenile
court work and has made a study of juvenile delinquents from the economic,
legal and social points of view.
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
